Who is Gog?

The word of the LORD came to me: "Son of man, set your face against Gog, of the land of Magog, the chief prince of Meshech and Tubal.  (Ezekiel 38:1-2)

What is significant about Gog being “the chief prince”?
What does Gog do?
The Sovereign LORD says: I am against you, O Gog, chief prince of Meshech and Tubal.  I will turn you around, put hooks in your jaws and bring you out with your whole army—your horses, your horsemen fully armed, and a great horde with large and small shields, all of them brandishing their swords.  (Ezekiel 38:3-4)

What hooks could draw Russia south?

The Sovereign LORD says: I am against you, O Gog, chief prince of Meshech and Tubal.  I will turn you around, put hooks in your jaws and bring you out with your whole army  (Ezekiel 38:3-4)
Why is the timing right for Russia to pursue their interests in the Mideast?
Why did Russia invade Georgia?

Who joins Gog of Magog?

Persia, Cush and Put will be with them, all with shields and helmets, also Gomer with all its troops, and Beth Togarmah from the far north with all its troops—the many nations with you.  (Ezekiel 38:5)
Whom does Gog attack?
In future years you will invade a land that has recovered from war, whose people were gathered from many nations to the mountains of Israel, which had long been desolate. They had been brought out from the nations, and now all of them live in safety.  

(Ezekiel 38:8)
What is the timing of Ezekiel 38? (see Ezekiel 38:8)
Does Israel’s security wall need to come down to fulfill Ezekiel 38?
You will say, "I will invade a land of unwalled villages; I will attack a peaceful and unsuspecting people—all of them living without walls and without gates and bars.  (Ezekiel 38:11)
Why does Gog attack Israel?

I will plunder and loot and turn my hand against the resettled ruins and the people gathered from the nations, rich in livestock and goods, living at the center of the land.  (Ezekiel 38:12)
What nations challenge Gog?
Sheba and Dedan and the merchants of Tarshish and all her villages will say to you, "Have you come to plunder? Have you gathered your hordes to loot, to carry off silver and gold, to take away livestock and goods and to seize much plunder?  (Ezekiel 38:13)
Why would Persian Gulf nations protest Gog’s action?
Is Magog really Russia?
Son of man, prophesy and say to Gog: 'This is what the Sovereign LORD says: In that day, when my people Israel are living in safety, will you not take notice of it? You will come from your place in the far north, you and many nations with you, all of them riding on horses, a great horde, a mighty army.  (Ezek. 38:14-15)
Why does God allow Gog to invade Israel?
In days to come, O Gog, I will bring you against my land, so that the nations may know me when I show myself holy through you before their eyes.  

(Ezekiel 38:16)
What will happen to the armies of Gog?
I will summon a sword against Gog on all my mountains, declares the Sovereign LORD. Every man's sword will be against his brother. I will execute judgment upon him with plague and bloodshed; I will pour down torrents of rain, hailstones and burning sulfur on him and on his troops and on the many nations with him.  (Ezekiel 38:21-22)
What else happens in the Magog war?
I will send fire on Magog and on those who live in safety in the coastlands, and they will know that I am the LORD.  (Ezekiel 39:6)
Why wouldn’t this destruction be supernatural?

What will be the result of the Magog war?
I will make known my holy name among my people Israel. I will no longer let my holy name be profaned, and the nations will know that I the LORD am the Holy One in Israel.  (Ezekiel 39:7)
What will happen in the aftermath of the Magog war?

Those who live in the towns of Israel will go out and use the weapons for fuel and burn them up—the small and large shields, the bows and arrows, the war clubs and spears. For seven years they will use them for fuel.  (Ezekiel 39:9)
What is the significance of the time frame?
Those who live in the towns of Israel will go out and use the weapons for fuel and burn them up—the small and large shields, the bows and arrows, the war clubs and spears. For seven years they will use them for fuel.  (Ezekiel 39:9)
What is special about the burials?
Men will be regularly employed to cleanse the land.  Some will go throughout the land and, in addition to them, others will bury those that remain on the ground… As they go through the land and one of them sees a human bone, he will set up a marker beside it until the gravediggers have buried it in the Valley of Hamon Gog.  (Ezekiel 39:14-15)
How does this relate to Ezekiel 38?
An oracle concerning Damascus: “See, Damascus will no longer be a city but will become a heap of ruins.”  

(Isaiah 17:1, see also Jeremiah 49:24-27)
