tells us about the End
Remember the former things, those of long ago; I am God, and there is no other; I am God, and there is none like me. I make known the end from the beginning, from ancient times, what is still to come.  (Isaiah 46:9-10, NIV)
If the plain sense makes sense, don't look for any other sense, or you will end up with nonsense!
Why is this a good policy for Bible interpretation?

Luke 18:17 – "Assuredly, I say to you, whoever does not receive the kingdom of God as a little child will by no means enter it."  (NKJ)

Reference:  2 Peter 3:3-7 – 3 …scoffers will come in the last days, walking according to their own lusts, 4and saying, “Where is the promise of His coming? For since the fathers fell asleep, all things continue as they were from the beginning of creation.”  5For this they willfully forget: that by the word of God the heavens were of old, and the earth standing out of water and in the water, 6by which the world that then existed perished, being flooded with water.  7But the heavens and the earth which are now preserved by the same word, are reserved for fire until the day of judgment and perdition of ungodly men.  (NKJ)

How does Rev 16:9 relate to global warming?
They were seared by the intense heat and they cursed the name of God, who had control over these plagues, but they refused to repent and glorify Him. (Revelation 16:9, NIV)
