Why isthe weather forecast most people’ sfavorite part

of the news?

e People are fascinated with forecasting the future and
weather reports are the closest mankind can come.

e Peoplewerelikethisin Jesus timeaswell. Let's see
how Jesus related weather forecasts to more important
signs of thetimes...

Reference: Matthew 16:1-4

1  Then the Pharisees and Sadducees came, and testing
Him asked that He would show them a sign from heaven.

2  Heanswered and said to them, "When it is evening you
say, "It will be fair weather, for the sky isred’;

3 "andinthe morning, 'It will be foul weather today, for
the sky isred and threatening.' Hypocrites! Y ou know how
to discern the face of the sky, but you cannot discern the
signs of the times.

4 "A wicked and adulterous generation seeks after asign,
and no sign shall be given to it except the sign of the prophet
Jonah." And He left them and departed.

1. Why did Jesus call the Pharisees and Sadducees
hypocrites?

The Pharisees could predict the weather but could not
"discern the signs of the times."

2. What signs of the times should the Pharisees have
been ableto discern?

The Pharisees should have been able to discern the coming
of the Messiah... Jesus was born in Bethlehem, raised in
Nazareth, etc. Daniel 9 even tells when He would come.

3. What is" the sign of the prophet Jonah" ?

His own death and resurrection. On another occasion, Jesus

made thisclear...
Matthew 12:40 - "For as Jonah was three days and
three nightsin the belly of the great fish, so will the
Son of Man be three days and three nights in the heart
of the earth.”
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Signs of Nature - Acts of God

God has always used nature to send people wake-up calls.
The Old Testament isfull of stories where the prophets
called the Israglites to repentance foretelling of crop failures
and other calamitiesif they did not. A specia star directed
wise men to the Child Jesus (Matthew 2:1-12) and an
earthquake heralded His death on the cross (Matthew 27:50-
51).

4. Will weather itself be a sign of the times?
Luke 21:25-26 - "And there will be signsin the sun, in
the moon, and in the stars; and on the earth distress of
nations, with perplexity, the sea and the waves roaring;
men's hearts failing them from fear and the expectation
of those things which are coming on the earth, for the
powers of heaven will be shaken."
Yes - This verse pertains specifically about the time of the
tribulation but recall what Jesus said about signs of His
return in Matthew 24:7, we should watch for famines,
pestilences, and earthquakesin various places. Inverse 8,
He said, All these are the beginning of sorrows. The
origina Greek word translated as sorrows refers to the
travail or pain of childbirth. So we know that these events
will increase in frequency and intensity leading up to the
Lord'sreturn.
e We've been having some pretty unusual weather the last
few years...

e El Nino used to be arare phenomenon but we've
been having it more years than not. And when it
ended, we have arecord hurricane season.

e |t seemslike gentile rains are more rare and most of
our rainfall isin the form of flood-causing deluges.

o |t seemslikethereisaflood happening somewhere
in the world all the time.

e Inthe Brazos Bend area we've had two 100-year
floods within 3 years.

e Thesefloods have given new meaning to Matthew
24:37, as the days of Noah were, so also will the
coming of the Son of Man be

5. What does it mean the powers of heaven will be
shaken?
Certainly this could refer to stormy weather. The Bible
refers to the atmosphere as part of heaven:
Job 35:11 - Who teaches us more than the beasts of the
earth, and makes us wiser than the birds of heaven?
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Paul used the term “ third heaven” in 2 Corinthians 12:2 for
the spiritual where God is so by implication, the first heaven
would be the atmosphere and the second heaven would be
the expanse of celestial bodies such as stars and planets.

Speaking of the beasts of the earth... see Revelation 6:8
—thisis one of the many ways people die during the
tribulation. 1 think of this every time | hear a report about
someone being attacked by alion, bear, shark, etc. Also,
note that beasts of the earth could also apply to diseases,
viruses and bacteria are certainly very small beasts of the
earth.

6. Could the powers of heaven being shaken refer to
something mankind does?

Another thought that the powers of heaven being shaken
could refer to nuclear weapons. Nuclear fusion is the same
power that gives the stars their light. Most nuclear weapons
will be delivered as ICBMswhich look like falling stars re-
entering the atmosphere. And certainly the use of nuclear
weapons dramatically effects the weather. A mushroom
cloud forms and great amounts of radioactive dust is
pumped into the upper atmosphere. Dust in the atmosphere
obscures the sun causing the temperature to drop and if
enough weapons are used, the scenario called nuclear winter
can happen.

7. How may we use record setting weather patternsand
the building hysteria over global war ming to point
peopleto Christ?
Thisisasign of the soon return of Christ. God isalowing
climate change in order to shake us up and depend on Him
for our deliverance. According to climatologists, there have
been climate changes in the past before mankind was a
factor. God alows climate changes to serve His purposes.
Indeed God isin such control of His creation that even the
molecular forces are supplied by Him...
Colossians 1:17 - He is before all things, and in him all
things hold together. (NI1V)
It isthe height of arrogance to think that mankind is so
powerful that we can change the climate of the earth. This
attitude reminds me of another time when God executed
judgment on earth at the tower of Babel...

8. Why hasthe global war ming dogma become so
politically correct?
Being on the politically correct side of the global warming
issue has become alitmus test for where a person stands on
awhole collection of humanist issues. Solving the great
global warming threat has become so urgent because this
will be agreat monument to human achievement...
Genesis 11:4 - they said, "Come, let us build ourselves a
city, with atower that reaches to the heavens, so that we
may make a name for ourselves and not be scattered over
the face of the whole earth." (NIV)
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As people thought they could reach God by coming together
and pooling their efforts, people today think they can
achieve their on deliverance by pooling their efforts. The
hysteria over global warming is being whipped up to a
religious fervor. Indeed the idea that mankind is causing
global warming is areligion that may not be contradicted.
Those who have the religion of global warming certainly
should fear what is coming on the earth because the mild
global warming we are observing today is but a
foreshadowing of the real globa warming that God will
send on the earth...

2 Peter 3:7 - the present heavens and earth are reserved

for fire, being kept for the day of judgment and

destruction of ungodly men. (NIV)

9. What istheresponsibility that God’s children should
have for the environment?
Genesis 1:28 - God blessed them and said to them, "Be
fruitful and increase in number; fill the earth and
subdue it. Rule over the fish of the sea and the birds of
the air and over every living creature that moves on the
ground.” (NIV)
God’s children should be good stewards of the environment.
God put peoplein charge of managing His creation and we
will be accountable to Him for how well we did in nurturing
His creation to alow it to multiply. Aswill all things, the
right balance between devel opment and preservation must
be maintained. We shouldn’t allow preservation to become
such an overwhelming priority that it stifles human
multiplication on the earth and visaversa. Some radical
environmentalists view people as a blight on the planet that
iskilling “Mother Earth.” Indeed since carbon dioxideis
now classified by them as pollution, people pollute the air
just by breathing.

10. What can we expect concer ning diseases as a sign of

the times?

Luke 21:11 - "And there will be great earthquakesin
various places, and famines and pestilences; and there
will be fearful sights and great signs from heaven."

Diseases are more sorrows that will increase in frequency

and intensity...

e  There has been resurgence of diseases such as staph and
TB we thought antibiotics had wiped out.

e Weareadsolearning that it is becoming increasingly
difficult to find antibiotics that are effective against
certain strains of bacterial infection.

e The spread of AIDS has been alarming and the
selectivity of this plague suggeststhat it isawarning
from God...

Romans 1:27 - Likewise also the men, leaving the
natural use of the woman, burned in their lust for
one another, men with men committing what is
shameful, and receiving in themselvesthe
penalty of their error which was due.
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11. What arethe great signsfrom heaven in Luke

21:117?

e Certainly this could be unusual weather, people are
blaming our strange weather on global warming. But
this too has end-time connotations since it is clear that
not all things continue as they have from the beginning.
2 Peter 3:4 saysthisisthe prevailing end-time attitude
where people scoff at the idea of Jesus returning (see
my article on Ozone holes & scofferslater in this
study).

e Seeing strange thingsin the sky could also be a
reference to UFOs which people have been since they
have considered space travel. Theidea of
extraterrestrial space travelers appeals to those who
seek an explanation for the supernatural while rejecting
God and reinforcing their theory of evolution.

Israel: God's Prophetic Clock

12. What miracle does Malachi 3:6 represent?
Malachi 3:6 - For | am the LORD, | do not change;
therefore you are not consumed, O sons of Jacob.
Despite the dispersion of the Jews throughout the nations,
they have preserved their uniqueness. The Jews have not
been assimilated into the cultures of the nations where they
have lived. Thisisunprecedented in history.
e Notethat the Lord ordained that the Jews would be a
specia people, unique in al the world...
Deut 26:18 - the LORD has proclaimed you to be
His special people, just as He has promised you,
that you should keep all His commandments

13. Hasthe Church replaced Israel in God’s promises?
No, God has made separate promisesto Israel and the
church. If you get this basic concept wrong, you'll have a
difficult time taking the Bible literally for what it says,
you'll end up having to spiritualize everything it says about
end-time events. God is not done working through Israel as
anation...
Romans 11:25-26 - For | do not desire, brethren, that
you should be ignorant of this mystery, lest you should
be wise in your own opinion, that blindnessin part has
happened to Israel until the fullness of the Gentiles has
comein. And so al Israel will be saved, asit iswritten:
"The Deliverer will come out of Zion, and He will turn
away ungodliness from Jacob;
God keeps his promises. He has made many to Israel that
have great prophetic significance. We've already looked at
the most vivid which is the promise fixing the generation
who'll see Christ'sreturn in His parable of the fig tree. And
we've seen how the times of the Lord's first and second
advents (at least the second phase) can be determined by
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watching Israel. This has caused many Bible students to
refer to Israel as God's prophetic time clock.

14. Therearemany Biblereferencesto Israel being
restored to theland. Indeed they had been taken off into
captivity by Babylon, how do we know that these
prophecies have not been fulfilled in history?

We know that the prophecies in these verses have not been
fulfilled from their context. Some are talking about
restoration to the land from Babylon, others are clearly
talking about atime that better fits today or has not yet been
fulfilled...

When you study the prophecies about Israel being
regathered carefully, you'll find that they fall into three
categories...

A few prophecies relate to the return from Babylonian
captivity, most however concern two great regatherings
from all over the world, one in unbelief before the Lord
returns and the other in belief after the Lord returns...

15. For thefollowing ver ses, explain (1) what indicates

thisisa prophecy related to the return of Christ and (2)

what indicatesthat Israel isreturning to theland in

unbelief...
Ezekiel 36:22-24 - % "Therefore say to the house of
Israel, 'Thus says the Lord GOD: "l do not do this for
your sake, O house of Israel, but for My holy name's
sake, which you have profaned among the nations
wherever youwent. 2 And | will sanctify My great
name, which has been profaned among the nations,
which you have profaned in their midst; and the nations
shall know that | am the LORD," saysthe Lord GOD,
"when | am hallowed in you before their eyes. ** For |
will take you from among the nations, gather you out of
all countries, and bring you into your own land.

(1) Thisistalking about aregathering from multiple nations

in all three verses.

(2) Thisisclearly talking about regathering themin

unbelief sinceit refersto Israel as having profaned the name

of the Lord (verses 22 & 23).

16. How has|srael profaned the name of the Lord?
Asanation, Israel has not acknowledged Jesus as the
Messiah. Indeed, Israel isavery secular nation today.

17. How do weknow that Ezekiel 37:21-25 isareference
to arestoration of Israel totheir land that has not been
fulfilled in history?
Ezekiel 37:21-25
21 "Then say to them, 'Thus says the Lord GOD:
"Surely | will take the children of Isragl from among the
nations, wherever they have gone, and will gather them
from every side and bring them into their own land;
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22 "and | will make them one nation in the land, on
the mountains of Israel; and one king shall be king over
them all; they shall no longer be two nations, nor shall
they ever be divided into two kingdoms again.
23 "They shall not defile themselves anymore with
their idols, nor with their detestable things, nor with any
of their transgressions; but | will deliver them from all
their dwelling places in which they have sinned, and will
cleanse them. Then they shall be My people, and | will
be their God.
24 "David My servant shall be king over them, and
they shall all have one shepherd; they shall also walk in
My judgments and observe My statutes, and do them.
25 "Then they shall dwell in the land that | have
given to Jacob My servant, where your fathers dwelt;
and they shall dwell there, they, their children, and their
children's children, forever; and My servant David shall
be their prince forever.
The most significant thing that indicates that this verse has
not been fulfilled isin verse 25 that they shall dwell in the
land forever. Seedso...
Amos 9:14-15 - | will bring back the captives of My
people Israel; they shall build the waste cities and
inhabit them; they shall plant vineyards and drink wine
from them; they shall also make gardens and eat fruit
from them. | will plant them in their land, and no
longer shall they be pulled up from theland | have
given them," says the LORD your God.

18. How do we know that this passageis not talking

about Israel’srestoration from Babylon?

e Thisistaking about restoration from multiple nations
(verse 21). When Israel was restored from Babylon,
they were only taken from one nation.

o Verse 24 aso says David shall be king over them. The
literal fulfillment of thiswould have to be future when
David is resurrected.

19. What is Ezekiel 37:22 talking about that they will no
longer be two nations?

Israel was divided into Judah and Isragl during the time of
thekings. Therewill be no such division when God restores
them form the nations in the end-times. Thisisthe casein
Israel today.

20. What does Ezekiel 37:23 have to say about whether
this passage has been fulfilled or not?

This says the nation of Israel will return to being God's
people. Israel asanationisreally very secular. Not even
the ultra orthodox are God' s people because they have
rejected the Messiah. So this passage is talking about a
future fulfillment.
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21. When will Israel asa nation be God’s people again?
During the tribulation when the 144,000 preach that Jesusis
the Messiah. The 144,000 are 12,000 from each of the 12
tribes of Israel representing the whole nation.

22. Isthere a possibility that the current re-gathering of
I srael may not bethe fulfillment of Ezekiel 37:21-25?
Could God remove Israel from theland and re-gather
them again?

God is sovereign and could remove Israel from the land and
re-gather them again. | believe this passage alows for that
but | don’t believe that iswhat will happen because it is not
God's pattern of leading people to repentance. God has
dispersed Isragl as punishment for turning away from Him.
Since the current re-gathered Isragl has not yet turned to
Him, it would not be appropriate for God to begin their
restoration to the land then prematurely end it before they
turn back to Him.

23. What doesit mean in Ezekiel 37:24 that David will
ruleover lsrael?

| believe thisis areference to the millennial reign of Christ
on earth. Saintswill have positions of authority in the
Lord’s government (see my study on heaven). During the
millennial reign of Christ, David will literally be king over
Israel again.

There are many prophecies about |srael that are very subtle
and would require a more intimate knowledge of Israel than
we have. We'rejust going to look at some of the more
obvious...

24. What issignificant about what the land where | srael
will be restored to will be called?
Ezekiel 37:12 — Therefore prophesy and say to them,
“Thus says the Lord GOD: "Behold, O My people, | will
open your graves and cause you to come up from your
graves, and bring you into the land of Israel.
The land the Jews will be restored to will literally be called
Israel (asitistoday). Before the Jews returned to the land,
the areawas called Palestine. When |srael came back asa
nation it will not be called Palestine, or Samaria, or Judah
but it will be known by its biblical name, Israel. Rarely are
countries called by the same names as they were during
ancient times. For example, Persian is nhow Iran and
Babylonisnow Iraq. Not only isthe land of Israel to be
called Isradl in the end-times, the names of the cities will
also be restored to their ancient names. Even the little town
of Canaisstill caled Cana...
Ezekiel 36:10-11 - | will multiply men upon you, al the
house of Israel, all of it; and the cities shall be
inhabited and theruinsrebuilt. | will multiply upon
you man and beast; and they shall increase and bear
young; | will make you inhabited asin former times, and

do better for you than at your beginnings. Then you shall
know that | am the LORD.

There are three notabl e exceptions to the restoration of the

cities of Israel. Jesus judged three of the towns He visited

and demonstrated mighty miraclesin that rejected Him...
Matthew 11:20-23 - Then He began to rebuke the cities
in which most of His mighty works had been done,
because they did not repent: “Woe to you, Chorazin!
Woe to you, Bethsaida! For if the mighty works which
were done in you had been donein Tyre and Sidon, they
would have repented long ago in sackcloth and ashes.
But | say to you, it will be more tolerable for Tyre and
Sidon in the day of judgment than for you. And you,
Capernaum, who are exalted to heaven, will be brought
down to Hades; for if the mighty works which were done
in you had been done in Sodom, it would have remained
until this day.”

These three cities are nothing more than archeological digs

to this day.

25. What does I saiah 35:1-2 haveto say about how else

God will restorethe land to I srael?
Isaiah 35:1-2 - The wilderness and the wasteland shall be
glad for them, and the desert shall rejoice and blossom as
the rose; It shall blossom abundantly and rejoice, even
with joy and singing. The glory of Lebanon shall be
given to it, the excellence of Carmel and Sharon. They
shall seethe glory of the LORD, the excellency of our
God.

God will make the desert bloom and blossom as arose when

He brings back Israel to the land.

26. What istheglory of L ebanon that God will giveto

Israel?

L ebanon was known for its huge trees, particularly cedars...
Psalm 104:16 - Thetrees of the LORD are full of sap,
the cedars of Lebanon which He planted,

Isaiah 2:13 - Upon all the cedars of Lebanon that are
high and lifted up, and upon all the oaks of Bashan;

These verses are just examples, there are many others as

well, just do a computer search for Lebanon + cedars.

27. Hastheland of | srael bloomed and blossomed as a
rose?
Mark Twain visited Israel in the 1860s and wrote about it in
his book “Innocents Abroad.” He reported that Israel was a
barren wasteland with no trees. Almost 2000 years of
foreign conquerors had abused the land having no respect
for it. Today there are over 400 million treesin Israel and
rainfall has increased over 450% since the beginning of this
century. A paralel passage expounds on this...
Isaiah 27:6 - Those who come He shall cause to take root
in Jacob; Israel shall blossom and bud, and fill the face
of the world with fruit.
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This passageis being literally fulfilled before our eyes.

Israel is now the breadbasket of the Mid-East exporting food
all over theworld. They are one of the few nations that
export more food than they import. Teresaand |
experienced this when we ate oranges from Israel when we
werein Scotland.

28. Why has|srael has been ableto produce so much
food?
Israel has been able to produce so much because of their
advanced irrigation. They are able to grow several cropsa
year in fulfillment of Amos 9:13...
Amos 9:13 - Behold, the days are coming,” says the
LORD, "When the plowman shall overtake the reaper,
and the treader of grapes him who sows seed; the
mountains shall drip with sweet wine, and al the hills
shall flow withiit.

29. What dowe know about the order of Israel'sreturn
totheland?
Isaiah 43:5-6 - Fear not, for | am with you; | will bring
your descendants from the east, and gather you from the
west; | will say to the north, ‘Give them up!" And to the
south, 'Do not keep them back!" Bring My sons from
afar, and My daughters from the ends of the earth--
The order is given as East, West, North, then South. In
1900 there was only 40,000 Jews in what was called he land
of Palestine. The Jews first returned from the Middle East
(Syria, Irag, Jordan 1930-1940) so that by 1946 the
population had grown to 500,000. The Jews then returned
from Western Europe after WWII, then Russia starting in
1988, and finally Ethiopia (Operation Solomon, Summer,
1991). By the year 2000 there were more than 4 million
Jewsin Isradl.

30. What do we know about the Hebrew language that
goes contrary to trendsin theworld?
Zephaniah 3:8-9 - Therefore wait for Me," saysthe
LORD, "Until the day | rise up for plunder; my
determination is to gather the nationsto My assembly
of kingdoms, to pour on them My indignation, all my
fierce anger; al the earth shall be devoured with the
fire of My jealousy. For then | will restoreto the
peoples a pur e language, that they all may call on the
name of the LORD, to serve Him with one accord.
Note that in the end times it says the Lord will RESTORE a
PURE language... This meansthey had a pure language
that was lost but in the end-times, it will be restored.

31. Aretheremore or lesslanguagesin the world today

than in times past?

e Thereare fewer languages in the world than there once
were because many have been consolidated and some
have been effectively lost (Latin).
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e Languages and dialects are consolidating as the world
seeks to work together more thus reversing what
happened at the Tower of Babel.

32. How does a pure language describe Hebrew aswe
know it today?

During the dispersion of Israel, Hebrew as a spoken
language was all but lost except for Biblical scholars. The
Hebrew language had been corrupted with other languages
such as Ladino which is a combination of Hebrew and
Spanish or Yiddish which is as a combination of German
and Hebrew. Zephania Elineazer Ben Y ahoda dedicated his
life to the pure Hebrew language inventing thousands of
new words based on Hebrew root words. Now a pure form
of Hebrew is the language that binds I sraelis together
despite their coming from different nations. Israelis can
now read original biblical scrolls without translation. You
can not even say the same thing about English, Old English
isamost unintelligible to ustoday. 1n 1982 Hebrew became
the official language of Israel.

33. What occurred in 1967 that isa partial fulfillment of
this verse?
Luke 21:24 - "And they will fall by the edge of the
sword, and be led away captive into al nations. And
Jerusalem will be trampled by Gentiles until the times
of the Gentiles are fulfilled."
Israel re-took possession of Jerusalem for the first time since
they were dispersed by the Romansin 70 A.D. Since then,
Jerusalem has been under the governments of the Romans,
Byzentines, Arabs, Crusaders, Mamlukes, Turks, British,
and Jordanians.

34. Why can’'t we say that | srael taking control of

Jerusalem is a complete fulfillment of Luke 21:24?

Because we know that the abomination of desolation at the

mid-point of the tribulation causes Isragl to flee Jerusalem...
Matt 24:15-16 - Therefore when you see the
‘abomination of desolation," spoken of by Daniel the
prophet, standing in the holy place” (whoever reads, let
him understand), then let those who arein Judeaflee to
the mountains.

35. How far do you think we are from the times of the
Gentiles being fulfilled?

Let's see, Isradl isin the land, they are a nation again after
almost 2000 years but they don't yet have atemple but their
are preparing the temple vestments. Stay tuned...

36. Why isthere always something about Jerusalem in
the news?
Zechariah 12:3 - And it shall happen in that day that |
will make Jerusalem avery heavy stone for all peoples;
all who would heave it away will surely be cut in
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pieces, though al nations of the earth are gathered

against it.
Jerusalem is a "burdensome stone" (KJV) that standsin the
way of world peace (cessation of hostilities). Besidesthe
fact that God said that Jerusalem would be an important new
item in the end times, Israel isin a strategic location in the
heart of the world's greatest oil reserves. Itisalso the
epicenter of the world war on terrorism and the most
difficult nut to crack in terms of world peace. If mankind
can bring peace to the Mid-East, there is nothing preventing
peace worldwide. Of course this peace that the nations seek
after isjust a cessation of hostilities that has nothing to do
with God.

37. Zechariah 12:5 - How will the last days gover nment
of Israel differ from times befor e they were dispersed?
Zechariah 12:5 - And the governors of Judah shall say
in their heart, 'The inhabitants of Jerusalem are my
strength in the LORD of hosts, their God.'
Israel will be ruled by a democracy rather than a monarchy
as they were in times before the dispersion. Also note that
Isragl is currently the only democracy in the Middle East.
Note that the leaders of Israel during thistime will be
secular leaders because they refer to the Lord as “their
God.”

38. Given that Israel becamea nation on May 14, 1948,
how isIsaiah 66:7-8 fulfilled by this event?
Isaiah 66:7-8 - Before she was in labor, she gave birth;
before her pain came, she delivered amale child. Who
has heard such athing? Who has seen such things? Shall
the earth be made to give birth in one day? Or shall a
nation be born at once? For as soon as Zion was in labor,
she gave birth to her children.
Israel was born asanation in asingle day, May 14, 1948.
They immediately had travail in the form of war with their
Arab neighbors. Most nations are formed as aresult of war,
with Israel it was the other way around and significantly
unique, they became a nation then went to war.

39. What do know about Israel's military power in the
end times?
Zechariah 12:6 - In that day | will make the governors
of Judah like afirepan in the woodpile, and like afiery
torch in the sheaves; they shall devour all the
surrounding peoples on the right hand and on the left,
but Jerusalem shall be inhabited again in her own place-
- Jerusalem.
Israeli forces have astounded the world by their victories
during four wars with vastly superior forces that have
opposed them since 1948 ('56, '67, ' 73, '81). Today they
are the most powerful force in the region and currently the
only nation with nuclear weapons. Israel’s military forces
have been rated at 3 or 4™ in the world but in terms of their
effectiveness probably number one.
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Signsin Society (Spiritual Decay)
Jesus said in Matthew 24:37, as the days of Noah were, so
also will the coming of the Son of Man be.

40. Given Matthew 24:37, how will thereturn of Jesus
be like the days of Noah?

Genesis 6:5,11 - the wickedness of man was great in

the earth... the thoughts of his heart was only evil

continually... and the earth was filled with violence
Noah's society is the classic example of the pouring out of
God's wrath because mankind had reached a state of extreme
depravity. During Noah's day people had no thoughts of
God which lead to violence between people. A flawed
relationship with God is the root cause of all flawed
relationships between people.

41. What can we expect to seein the society of mankind

before Christ returns?
2 Timothy 3:1-5 - But know this, that in the last days
perilous times will come: For men will be lovers of
themselves, lovers of money, boasters, proud,
blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful,
unholy, unloving, unforgiving, slanderers, without self-
control, brutal, despisers of good, traitors, headstrong,
haughty, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God,
having aform of godliness but denying its power. And
from such people turn away!

Notice in the last days that periloustimes will come. Aswe

get closer to the Lord’ s return we should expect to see a

degradation of society with more blatant sin and more

consequences of that sin.

42. What will make the last days perilous?
People will be self-focused and blatantly sinful. There will
be lawlessness, violence, immorality, greed, selfishness,
hedonism, rebellion, and despair. Jesus explained why the
end times would be perilous:
Matthew 24:12 - And because lawlessness will abound,
the love of many will grow cold.

43. How has sensational news on superficial topics
become entertainment in our day?
2 Timothy 3:1-4 - There will beterrible timesin the last
days... lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God
(NIV)
Obsessive reports on events such as the death of Anna
Nicole Smith have become aregular feature of cable newsin
our day. News reports on superficial popular topics often
trump more significant events because people seek an
escape from their lives which do not satisfy them. They
don't realize that it is not having Christ in their life which
keeps them from being satisfied with their lives. Pervasive
hedonism isasign of being in the age of Christ’sreturn.
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44. How are undisciplined children an end-times sign?
The presence of undisciplined children is a symptom of the
breakdown of the moral moorings of the family. Itisasoa
sign of judgment from God...
Isaiah 3:4 - | will give children to be their princes, and
babes shall rule over them.
If people are just animals driven by their feelings, you don’t
have aright to punish children so that they will behave...
Proverbs 13:24 - He who spares his rod hates his son,
but he who loves him disciplines him promptly. (NKJ)
The prophet Malachi said that children would rebel against
their parents in the end-times...
Malachi 4:5-6 - Behold, | will send you Elijah the
prophet before the coming of the great and dreadful
day of the LORD. And hewill turn the hearts of the
fathers to the children, and the hearts of the children to
their fathers, lest | come and strike the earth with a
curse."

45. What isaform of godliness but denying its power?
Thisisareference to apostasy, afaling away from the
Christian faith. It is people professing to be Christians by
denying basic truths such as the deity of Christ and His
atonement for sin being the only way to be saved. Paul said
that the day of our resurrection and gathering to the Lord
will not happen until there is a mass falling-away of the
faith...
2 Thessalonians 2:3 - Let no one deceive you by any
means; for that Day will not come unlessthefaling
away comes first, and the man of sinisrevealed, the son
of perdition
Since the church isin the world, it will naturally reflect the
societal trends present in the world at large. The same
problems that are present in society can be found in the
professing church.

46. What signs of degradation have we seen in our

society?

We livein anincreasingly violent times and we have seen

more bizarre crimesin recent timesthan in years past...

e  There have been news stories about criminals who eat
their victims (Jeffrey Dalmer), awoman who killed a
pregnant mother to steal the unborn baby for herself,
abductions to steal kidneys, a pregnant teenager who
gave birth at her prom, disposed of the baby and went
back to dancing, and we have school children who are
mass murders.

The Nationa Center for Health Statistics reported the

following between 1960 & 1990:

e Between 1960 and 1990, illegitimate births increased in

the U.S. from 5.3% to 28%

e Thedivorce rate went from 12.5% to 38.6%

The teen suicide rate grew from 3.6 to 11.3 per 100,000
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e ThecrimerateintheU. S. ishigher than any other
industrialized nation...

e In 1960, ~288K violent crimes were reported
with ~2M in 1991.

e Inthe same time period, total crimes per year
increased from >3M to ~15M.

e Violence has become so common in our society, we
don't even consider the liveslost in the course of every
day events. 50,000 people are killed each year in U.S.
automobile accidents. Since the turn of the century,
more Americans have died from car crashes than were
killed in WWI, WWII, the Korean War, and the Vietnam
War combined.

¢ Andwe don't even count the millions of babies that

have been aborted since this practice became legd in
the 1960’s. Welivein violent time that are perilousto
those who are most vulnerable.

e Themoral health indicators of our society are bad now
and expected to get worse. The dean of Northeastern
University's college of criminal justice has predicted a
blood bath in 10 years when the 4 million American
children now under age 10 become young adults. He
said the homicide rate among young adults 18 to 24 has
increased by 68% since 1976. Among 14 to 17-year-
olds, the increase was 235%.

47. We've always had crimeif not the sort that we have

today and not perpetrated by youth aswe have today.

What is causing this escalation of crime?

The trend away from Christian principals and toward

relaxed morality has had disastrous effectsin our society.

e God isbeing removed from all our institutions and there
is more stress on the family than there ever has been.

God givesusover to ourselves...

God has revealed a pattern of giving society over to
ourselves as part of pouring out Hiswrath on us. Aswe
observe this pattern, we can know that God is tempering His
wrath giving us an opportunity to repent but that it will get
steadily worse if wedon’t. As| read the following passage,
seeif you can identify the three stages of Hiswrath where
He gives us up to agreater level of sin and its consequences:

Reference: Romans 1:18-32

¥The wrath of God is being revealed from heaven against
all the godlessness and wickedness of men who suppress the
truth by their wickedness, *since what may be known about
God is plain to them, because God has made it plain to them.
“For since the creation of the world God's invisible
qualities—his eternal power and divine nature—have been
clearly seen, being understood from what has been made, so
that men are without excuse.

?'For although they knew God, they neither glorified him as
God nor gave thanks to him, but their thinking became futile
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and their foolish hearts were darkened. “Although they
claimed to be wise, they became fools *and exchanged the
glory of theimmortal God for images made to look like
mortal man and birds and animals and reptiles.

*Therefore God gave them over in the sinful desires of
their hearts to sexual impurity for the degrading of their
bodies with one another. ®They exchanged the truth of God
for alie, and worshiped and served created things rather
than the Creator—who is forever praised. Amen.

*Because of this, God gave them over to shameful lusts.
Even their women exchanged natural relations for unnatural
ones. #In the same way the men also abandoned natural
relations with women and were inflamed with lust for one
another. Men committed indecent acts with other men, and
received in themselves the due penalty for their perversion.

%Furthermore, since they did not think it worthwhile to
retain the knowledge of God, he gave them over to a
depraved mind, to do what ought not to be done. *They
have become filled with every kind of wickedness, evil,
greed and depravity. They are full of envy, murder, strife,
deceit and malice. They are gossips, *°slanderers, God-
haters, insolent, arrogant and boastful; they invent ways of
doing evil; they disobey their parents; *'they are senseless,
faithless, heartless, ruthless. **Although they know God's
righteous decree that those who do such things deserve
death, they not only continue to do these very things but also
approve of those who practice them. (NIV)

48. What arethethree stages of God giving us over to

our selves?

1. Ignoring God' switnessin His creation and not
acknowledging Him as Creator resultsin general sexual
immorality.

2. ldolatry resultsin vile passions which are described as
homosexuality.

3. Not giving any thought to God results in a debased
mind.

49. What stageisour society in today?
We ingtituted evolution as the explanation for why we're
here in our schoolsin the ‘50s and we had the sexual
revolution in the ‘60s where “free love” was the mantra of
the hippy generation. Since then, we have seen a small
group of homosexual activists convince us that their deviant
life style should not only be accepted but celebrated. Now
we see people advocating things that are down-right
incredulous but people accept them hook line and sinker.
We have been given over to a debased mind...
Isaiah 5:20 - Woe to those who call evil good, and good
evil; who put darkness for light, and light for darkness;
who put bitter for sweet, and sweet for bitter!
Let’sdrill down on some facets of these three stages of
being given over to ourselves...
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50. How has an evolutionary world-view led to racism?
The idea that mankind descended from apes has caused
many who hold this view to believe that it explains the
difference between the races... thus some races (their own)
will be superior to others.

51. Where have the races come from?
Genesis 11:7-9 - Come, let us go down and confuse
their language so they will not understand each other."

So the LORD scattered them from there over al the

earth, and they stopped building the city. That iswhy
it was called Babel —because there the LORD
confused the language of the whole world. From there
the LORD scattered them over the face of the whole
earth. (NIV)

The races come from clusters of genetic strains that resulted

when the Lord separated people with different languages at

the Tower of Babel. When people were no longer subject to

the full scoop of the genetic gene pool, dominate traits

emerged as differences between races of people.

52. What iswrong with homosexual marriage?
Genesis 2:24 - aman will leave his father and mother
and be united to hiswife, and they will become one
flesh. (NIV)

Marriageis an ingtitution established by God. The

homosexual agenda devalues marriage and attacks the

natural order that God established. Society is suffering
because the building block of society, the family, is under
attack.

53. How isthe devaluation of marriage actually
opposition to God?
Malachi 2:16 - "I hate divorce," says the LORD God of
Israel (NIV)
God established the institution of marriage. Opposing
marriage as God defined it opposes God.

54. Why has God allowed AIDS to plague humanity?
AIDS s primarily passed on among the sexually
promiscuous and it is particularly prevalent among
homosexual men. God has permitted AIDS to shake
mankind up and consider the consequences for an immoral
lifestyle. Itisalso areminder of the stage of decay of our
society. Itisinteresting to note that AIDS could be totally
eliminated if sexual relations only occurred between
husbands and their wives.

55. What examples of being given over to a debased
mind can you identify?

Frivolous law suits and outrageous settlements come to
mind. While we are on the subject of courts, the OJ
Simpson trial was another sign of being given over to a
debased mind. One of the incredulous movementsin our
society isthe impact the radical feminists have had. Even
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secular authorities like Rush Limbaugh have pointed out
how the mentality of feminism has permeated our media.

56. What isradical feminism?

There are feminist activists who have no use for men in even
having children. They have conditioned us to think that a
woman can not be fulfilled if she does not have a career
outside the home. They have invented statistics to justify
the “take your daughtersto work day.”

57. Why did God allow radical feminism to takeroot?
Isaiah 3:12 - Asfor My people, children are their
oppressors, and women rule over them. O My people!
Those who lead you cause you to err, and destroy the
way of your paths."

God allowing this to happen is evidence He is giving our

society over to a debased mind. He has done this very thing

in the past as ajudgment on Israel for turning from Him:

58. How hasfeminism impacted our society?

A relatively small group of people with an agenda has been
engaging in social engineering to change age-old
understandings of the role of men and women. We never
used to have competition between men and women but we
do today. The traditional role of men and their masculinity
is continuously challenged and marginalized in the media. It
isnot poalitically correct to put down women but put-downs
of menisnot only permissible it is encouraged.

59. What isthe agenda of radical feminism?
Daniel 7:25 - He shall speak pompous words against the
Most High, shall persecute the saints of the Most High,
and shall intend to change times and law.
Radical feminists seek to destroy the role of men as spiritua
leaders so that our image of God may be distorted. This
tactic isthe spirit of antichrist, seeking to change the order
God has established. Indeed the world ruler that will come
to power during the tribulation will do just that:

60. How did theroots of feminism begin at the fall of
Adam and Eve?
Gen 3:16 - To the woman He said: "I will greatly
multiply your sorrow and your conception; in pain you
shall bring forth children; your desire shall be for your
husband, and he shall rule over you."
Feminism exploits a weakness that came as a result of the
fal. Asspiritual leader, Adam should not have partaken of
the forbidden fruit. Hisyielding probably had many
motivations. Certainly he was aligned with Eve' srationale
that knowing good and evil would make them like God. But
| believe there had to be an additional motivation on Adam’s
part that it was easier to go along with Eve' s desire than take
God’ s position and argue against taking the fruit. The
reason | believe thisis that one of the consequences of
mankind’' sfall into sin is the tension between men and
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women over the leadership role God has ordained that men
have...

61. What doesit mean, “your desire shall befor your
husband” ?

The words, “your desire shall be for your husband” means
that women will resent the family leadership role their
husbands have. This causes atension between husbands and
wives that Satan has been able to exploit. Men are more to
blame than women since relinquishing authority is the path
of least resistance. Men today make the same error Adam
did because just going along is easier than taking the
position that God would have us take. Men and women
today have ourselves to blame for society being the way it
is.

62. Arecertain political views more aligned with God
than others?
Ecclesiastes 10:2-3 - The heart of the wise inclinesto
the right, but the heart of the fool to the left. Even as
he walks along the road, the fool lacks sense and
shows everyone how stupid heis. (NIV)
The Bible makesit clear that a delineation can and should be
made between right and wrong. | find it interesting that the
literal meaning of this passage has relevance for the political
situation in our day. Many of the positions held by the
politically left are opposed to God: abortion rights,
homosexual marriage, radical environmentalism,
secularization of society, etc.

63. Why isthere so much political polarization in our
day?
Romans 1:28-31 - since they did not think it
worthwhile to retain the knowledge of God, he gave
them over to adepraved mind... they are full of envy,
murder, strife, deceit and malice... gossips,
sanderers... sensaless, faithless, heartless, ruthless.
(NIV)
Thisis evidence that mankind isin the third stage of being
given over to adepraved mind of irrationality that makes
truth relative to a person’ s point of view. The vicious
partisanship of politicstoday exhibits thiskind of irrational
relativity of truth. And thisirrational polarization is not just
in the US, it isworldwide as evidenced by the rise of
terrorism.
...Some of theirrational polarization has risen to the level of
what I d consider treasonous. Thistoo isasign of the age...
2 Timothy 3:1-4 - in the last days perilous times will
come: For men will be lovers of themselves... traitors,
headstrong, haughty, lovers of pleasure rather than
lovers of God, (NKJ)
A good example of thisis the Democratic Congress not
approving the use of monitoring of over-seas
telecommunications traffic to catch terrorist activity aimed at
theU.S.
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64. What can we do about the problemsin society?

We can't change others. We can’t change ourselves without
God's help. Only God can change people. So we should
focus on our own relationship with God and see these
problems in society as reason to draw closer to Him. God
will not hold us accountable for the sins of society but we
are accountable to Him for our own sins.

65. 2 Timothy 3:13 - What trend can we expect for
religious deception aswe near Christ'sreturn?
2 Timothy 3:13 - evil men and impostors will grow
worse and worse, deceiving and being deceived
It will increase.

66. Who believes society will get better?
Secular humanists believe society will get better because
they believe that people are basically good.

67. Why shouldn’t it bea surprisethat society will get

worseprior totheLord’ sreturn?

e Besides 2 Timothy 3:13, Jesustold us that society will
be like the days of Noah.

e  Human natureis sinful (Romans 3:23), all you need to
doislook at history and extrapolate out the trend.

e God out of His graces gives us over to ourselvesto face
the consequences so that we'll learn to depend on Him
and not ourselves.

68. How should Christiansrespond to thetrend toward
a godless society?

John 17:16-18 - They are not of the world, even as|

am not of it... Asyou sent meinto the world, | have

sent them into the world (NIV)
Despite being caught up in the secularization trends, most
people instinctively know that society is heading in the
wrong direction. So this presents opportunities to Christians
to help people see what is really going on and encourage
them to be counter-cultural and embrace the Lord. We
should not separate ourselves from the world in Christian
enclaves as some suggest because the Lord wants to use us
to help more people to come to a saving knowledge of Jesus
Christ.

A postasy

We've already talked alittle about how there will be an
increase in spiritual apostasy in the time leading up to
Christ'sreturn. Let's take alook at some other verses which
give us moreinsight to this...

69. What happens when people get away from the God
of the Bible?

5-10



2 Timothy 4:3-4 - For the time will come when they
will not endure sound doctrine, but according to their
own desires, because they have itching ears, they will
heap up for themselves teachers; and they will turn
their ears away from the truth, and be turned aside to
fables.

e They will develop philosophies and form cults to justify
their own desires.

e The politically correct religion of secular humanism
promotes all kinds of spiritual deception including public
tolerance of abominations such as Satanism and
witchcraft.

70. What ismore popular today, Christianity or new age
philosophies?
Next time you're in abook store, compare the sizes of the
Christian & New Age sections
o New Ageisnot new, it is re-packaged Hinduism
based on Satan's lie that caused mankind's original
fal into sin, ye shall be as gods, Genesis 3:5.
Thereisareformation of the wrong sort going on in many
churchestoday. People arerebelling against traditional
doctrine not using the Bible as the source of authority but to
"bring things up to date" for the '90s...
o Bedliefsare being compromised to make people feel
better about themselves.
e Conviction of sinisno longer politically correct in
many of our churches.

71. Why are people so quick to embrace astrology,
psychics, ESP, channeling, spirit guides, crystal gazing,
etc. instead of the God of the Bible?

People do not want to believe the supernatural nature of the
Word of God yet they'll espouse supernatural intervention in
acosmic context as if the universe as awhole were
expressing itself.

Let consider an illustration... On Christmas day, 2002, we
were visiting with my wife’' s Grandmother and Uncle John.
We looked at slides from our last trip to Big Bend where
Teresaand | own 40 acres that was previoudly jointly-owned
by her Uncle John and Dad. The 40 acresisbasically a
primitive camping spot in the desert wilderness that has been
in the family along time. John told us about an experience
he had while camping on the 40 acres alone where he had an
encounter with a ghost of a Mescalero Apache one evening
by the campfire.

Do you think Uncle John really had a conversation
with the ghost of a Mescalero Apache?

No, more likely John had a conversation with an
apparition of ademon.

How can | be certain that John talked to a demon
and not the ghost of a Mescalero Apache?
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e Angelsserveto bring us closer to God, demons
seek to draw us away from God.

e  Thedemon John talked to reinforced an anti-
biblical view that people do not go to heaven or
hell immediately upon dying but are instead in
some sort of intermediate state implying that they
may still earn their way to heaven.

72. Why does God in HisWord forbid usfor attempting
to make contact with the dead?
2 Corinthians 11:14 - And no wonder! For Satan
himself transforms himself into an angel of light.
Because attempting to contact the dead opens us up to
demons who pretend to be the dead...
Uncle John opened himself up to demons by studying
Edgar Cayance, a new ager who popularized this
country’s belief in reincarnation. Edgar Cayance
healed people and made predictions about the future
with the aid of spirit guides (actually demons).
Note: This discussion did give me an opportunity to present
the gospel to Uncle John and his second wife. Pray that the
planted seeds of God’s Word will bear fruit.

73. What religious practices should we expect " in the
latter times' ?
1 Timothy 4:1-3 - Now the Spirit expressly saysthat in
latter times some will depart from the faith, giving
heed to deceiving spirits and doctrines of demons,
speaking liesin hypocrisy, having their own
conscience seared with a hot iron, forbidding to marry,
and commanding to abstain from foods which God
created to be received with thanksgiving by those who
believe and know the truth.
Certainly thisis another reference to the apostasy of the
professing Christian church. Any teaching that leads people
away from arelationship with Jesus Christ is a doctrine of
demons. Paul cautioned against giving heed to authorities
outside God' s Word...
Galatians 1:8 - But even if we, or an angel from heaven,
preach any other gospel to you than what we have
preached to you, let him be accursed.

74. What signs of apostasy have you seen in our world

today?

e Christian TV isrampant in apostasy. It iscommon to
see agospel of prosperity on Christian TV... just name
it and claimit. Thethemeis one of pulling yourself up
by your bootstraps... it is all about the power of the
human spirit, not the Holy Spirit.

e We have seminaries teaching pastors today teaching
that the Bible is man’s search for God rather than God's
revelation to man. Indeed we even had aflap about this
issue within the Texas Southern Baptist Convention.
The heretical Jesus Seminar that votes on what parts of
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the Bible are really the words of Jesus are a body of
“learned Christian” seminary professors.

e Wehavelibera churchesthat spiritualize the Bible to
mean whatever they want it to mean.

e  We have churches that think the Old Testament
prophecies have aready been fulfilled and the Jesus will
not literally come back.

e Wehave great controversies in the church about
whether it isright to ordain gay clergy. Thisisrealy a
controversy whether we should take the Bible literally
for what it says or not.

e We have charismatics that emphasize the Holy Spirit to
the detriment of Jesus and we have ultra conservatives
that say the Holy Spirit retired in the First Century.

Besides apostate Christianity, the world has rapidly growing

religions such as1slam and M or monism. |t amazes me that

Islam continues to grow like it has after the September 11,

2001 attack onthe U.S. Itisasif the terrorists proved that

Americawas vulnerable and it became more popular to get

on-board with those who were successful. Mormons claim

to be Christians but they believe that Jesus and Satan are
spirit-brothers.

75. What world religion do we see " forbidding to
marry" today?

| believe thisis a prophecy of the Roman Catholic religion
where priests and nuns are forbidden to marry.

76. Where do Catholics get theidea that their spiritual
leadersarenot to marry?
Probably 1 Corinthians 7 where we are cautioned about
seeking to be married because of the encumbrance it can be
in serviceto the Lord. Those who are seen as being more
spiritual would be expected to not be encumbered with
marriage...
1 Corinthians 7:7-9 - For | wish that all men were
even as | myself. But each one has his own gift from
God, one in this manner and ancther in that. But | say
to the unmarried and to the widows: It is good for them
if they remain even as| am; but if they cannot exercise
self-control, let them marry. For it is better to marry
than to burn with passion.
1 Corinthians 7:26-27 - | suppose therefore that thisis
good because of the present distress-- that it is good for
amantoremain asheis. Areyou bound to awife?
Do not seek to be loosed. Are you loosed from awife?
Do not seek awife.

77. What istheflaw in thelogic that all spiritual leaders
should not be married?

It isalegalist approach that puts constraints on God. It is
not God’ swill that all spiritual leaders be unmarried, God
established marriage for apurpose. Many spiritual leaders
would be more effective if they were married. What is more
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important is seeking God’ s will about the matter of
marriage.

78. What isthe problem with the Catholic Church’s
policy on the marriage of priests?

The recent sex scandals in the Catholic church in America
has revealed the flaws in this policy so | see this changing
over time. Many people believe that Catholics have always
had priests and nuns that were forbidden to marry but this
came into practice during the 11" century. “Inspired”
Catholic tradition has changed before and it will likely
change again.

79. What elsein 1 Timothy 4:1-3 reinforcesthat thisisa
prophecy of the Roman Catholic Church?

It also says this religion commands to abstain from foods. |
know Catholics who still will not eat meat on Friday which
has been another Catholic tradition.

80. How doesthe Catholic Church embrace doctrines of
demons?

The main error of the Catholic church is their doctrine of
salvation. They do not adhere to faith in Jesus Christ's
finished work on the cross alone as the way of salvation.
They also advocate works in the form of observing their
traditional sacraments. They have other doctrinal problems
such as worshiping saints (especially Mary the mother of
Jesus), believing you can pray someone who has died into
heaven (purgatory — more works salvation), you can pay
indulgences which allows you to sin, etc. With all this said,
| believe there are some people who are truly saved in the
Catholic church but the leadership of this church is apostate
and lead more people away from Christ than they lead to
Him.

81. What trend arewe seeing in society at largethat is
forbidding to marry?

We have seen atrend where people are now getting married
later or not getting married at al. The percentage of
Americans who have never been married nearly tripled
between 1970 and 1995 (U.S. Census Bureau: 1970: 9% -
1995: 26%). It is accepted by society today society to just
live together. People think, "with divorce rates what they
are, why bother to marry?"

such as healings and manifestations of the Holy Spirit to

establish their spiritual credentials.

84. What did Jesus haveto say about false Christiansin
relation to Hisreturn?
Matthew 24:24 - For false christs and false prophets
will rise and show great signs and wondersto deceive,
if possible, even the elect,
Jesus said that the occurrences of deceptive religious leaders
would increase as we get close to Hisreturn...

85. What motivates false prophets?
Matthew 7:15 - Beware of false prophets, who come to
you in sheep's clothing, but inwardly they are ravenous
wolves.
Jesus revealed that apostate religious leaders within the
church actually seek to destroy the church. Jesus went on to
say that we may identify these false prophets by their
actions: “ by their fruits you will know them” (Matthew
7:20).

86. How may we test the works of false prophets?
We should ask: Does the results of their work glorify the
God of the Bible or someone else?
e  Who does the miracle glorify - Christ or the one
bringing the miracle?
e |stheahility to exhibit a gift of bringing miracles
promoted as being more spiritual ?

87. Arethereany legitimate miracles performed by

religious leaderstoday?

e People being converted to Christ are legitimate
miracles.

o Don't get mewrong, | do believe God works miracles
today but they are not done in the same manner as they
were during the times of Jesus and the Apostles. Jesus
isthe Chief Cornerstone and the Apostles were the
foundation of the Church. We only need one
foundation.
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e God has revealed all we need to know to be saved in the
Bible, Scripture is not being written today so we have
no need to authenticate prophets with miracles. Since
we have the completed cannon of Scripture, we useit to
authenticate God' s spokesmen. If what a preacher says
is consistent with the Bible, that preacher is speaking
for God.

o | believethat there are some pretty incredible miracles
going on in the world today ... like peoplein Moslem
nations having visions that are leading them to Christ.

Joel 2:28-31 - | will pour out my Spirit on al
people. Y our sons and daughters will prophesy,
your old men will dream dreams, your young men
will seevisions ...before the coming of the great
and dreadful day of the LORD. (NIV)

88. People arguethat we should have miracles of the
type the Apostles performed because “ Jesus Christ isthe
same yesterday, today, and forever” (Hebrews 13:8).
What iswrong with this argument?
Jesus is the same but this does not mean He has dealt with
mankind in the same way throughout history. We have
addresses dispensations in a previous study. In specific
regard to miracles, the Bible makes it clear that there are
periods of time where miracles to authenticate God's
spokesmen are not normative. The Bible describes distinct
periods of times where God used miracles to prove the
credentials of His messengers. What arethey?
e Moses & Joshua: exodus, wilderness journey, conquest
of Canaan - 1441-1390 BC
e Elijah & Elisha: ministry to the northern kingdom of
Israel - 875-800 BC
Jesus & apostles: in the Gospelsand Acts - 0- 75 AD
"the two witnesses' & 144,000: during the tribulation -
TBD

89. Therewere many other prophets, how did they

authenticate that they spoke for God?

They always gave both near-term and long-term prophecies.

Their near-term prophecies came to pass 100% of the time

and they served to draw people closer to God.
Deuteronomy 13:1-3 - "If there arises among you a
prophet or adreamer of dreams, and he givesyou a
sign or awonder, "and the sign or the wonder comesto
pass, of which he spoke to you, saying, 'Let us go after
other gods-- which you have not known--' and let us
serve them,' "you shall not listen to the words of that
prophet or that dreamer of dreams, for the LORD your
God istesting you to know whether you love the
LORD your God with all your heart and with all your
soul.

90. Why must werecognize false teachers? What isthe
danger of even subtle deviations from true doctrine?
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Colossians 2:8 - Beware lest anyone cheat you
through philosophy and empty deceit, according to
the tradition of men, according to the basic principles
of the world, and not according to Christ.
Asaminimum the danger isin living afull abundant lifein
Christ, the great danger however is that people may miss
coming to asaving knowledge of Him. Certainly falling
victim to the philosophies of the world will render a
Christian ineffective in what God has called him to do.

91. What other end-timetrend should we expect to see
in society per Daniel 7:25? Whoisthe“he’ in this
passage?
Daniel 7:25 - He shall speak pompous words against the
Most High, shall persecute the saints of the Most High,
and shall intend to change times and law. Then the saints
shall be given into his hand for atime and times and half
atime.
A detailed study of the context of this passage would reveal
that it is the Antichrist who speaks pompous words against
the Most High who is God. This verse saysthat the
Antichrist will persecute Christians during what Jesus calls
the great tribulation.

92. What isthe“times’ in this passage a reference to?
The great tribulation is the last half of the 70" week of
Daniel lasting three and a half years, thisiswhat it means by
atime, times and half atime. Jesus called this the great
tribulation in Matthew 24:21. Indeed, many Christians will
die during the tribulation:
Revelation 20:4 — And | saw thrones, and they sat on
them, and judgment was committed to them. Then | saw
the souls of those who had been beheaded for their
witness to Jesus and for the word of God, who had not
worshiped the beast or hisimage, and had not received
his mark on their foreheads or on their hands. And they
lived and reigned with Christ for athousand years.

93. Do we see per secution of Christianstoday?
Certainly we do see persecution of Christiansin Chinaand
the Mid-East today but even in the United Stateswe see a
form of persecution today. It iscertainly not politically
correct to be a born-again believer who takes the Bible
literally. People of faith are depicted by the media as being
of below average intelligence or crazy.

94. Why should persecution of Christians during our
day be of no surpriseto us?
Y ou would expect there to be persecution of Christiansin
our day since Jesus said there would be...
John 15:20 - Remember the word that | said to you, "A
servant is not greater than his master.' If they persecuted
Me, they will also persecute you. If they kept My word,
they will keep yours also.
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Even though the Antichrist is not in power yet, the spirit of
antichrist is active in the world...
1 John 4:3 - every spirit that does not confess that Jesus
Christ has comein the flesh is not of God. And thisisthe
spirit of the Antichrist, which you have heard was
coming, and is now already in the world.

95. What doesit mean in Daniel 7:25 that the Antichrist

will changetimesand law?

Daniel 7:25 - He will speak against the Most High and
oppress his saints and try to change the set times and the
laws. The saints will be handed over to him for atime,
timesand half atime. (NIV)

The Antichrist and his minions will be historical

revisionists... we see thisin the U.S. today with leaving out

of text books the role of Christians in the founding of our
country.

e Teaching evolution instead of intelligent design is also
historical revisionism.

o Weseethisin the Middle East with the Palestinians
justifying their terror campaign against Israel. If you
don’t know what I’ m talking about here, you have
fallen victim to the historical revisionists. The Summer,
2002 newsletter of the Christian Jew Foundation isa
good resource to learn what the liberal media forgets to
remind people about.

e  When God fully gives mankind over to a debased mind
(Romans 1:28), the Antichrist will change laws so that
right becomes wrong and visaversa. Itispolitica
correctness run amuck. This practice is abhorrent sin
that has severe consequences...

Isaiah 5:20 - Woe to those who call evil
good, and good evil; who put darkness for
light, and light for darkness; who put bitter
for sweet, and sweet for bitter!

96. How have we seen the abandoning of God’slawsin
our day?
e Lawsthat accommodate and even encourage a
homosexual lifestyle.
e Theelimination of capital punishment that God
ordained governments to do on His behalf...
Genesis 9:5-6 - Surely for your lifeblood | will
demand areckoning; from the hand of every beast |
will require it, and from the hand of man. From the
hand of every man's brother | will require the life of
man. Whoever sheds man's blood, by man his blood
shall be shed; for in the image of God he made man.
The spirit of Antichrist iswhat is behind removing public
prayer from schools, displays of the Ten Commandments
from courtrooms, calling Christmas a generic winter
celebration, and other trends toward the secularization of
society. Historical revisionism has to take placeto
indoctrinate children into the ways of a utopian godless
society. Thistrend isanother sign of the agewelivein:
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1 Timothy 4:1 - The Spirit clearly saysthat in later
times some will abandon the faith and follow deceiving
spirits and things taught by demons. (NIV)
Indeed, Jesus commented on this trend away from God prior
to His return with this rhetorical question:
Luke 18:8 - when the Son of Man comes, will he find
faith on the earth? (NI1V)

97. What will the regjection of God’slawsresult in?
Judgment... These are just a couple of many of God’s laws
that man will rgject causing God to pour out His wrath on
the earth during the tribulation...
Isaiah 24:5-6 - The earth is also defiled under its
inhabitants, because they have transgressed the laws,
changed the ordinance, broken the everlasting covenant.
Therefore the curse has devoured the earth, and those
who dwell in it are desolate. Therefore the inhabitants of
the earth are burned, and few men are | eft.

End-Times Scoffing

Reference: 2 Peter 3:3-7
3 knowing thisfirst: that scofferswill comein the
last days, walking according to their own lusts,
4  and saying, "Where is the promise of His
coming? For since the fathers fell adeep, all things
continue as they were from the beginning of creation."
5  For thisthey willfully forget: that by the word of
God the heavens were of old, and the earth standing
out of water and in the water,
6 by which the world that then existed perished,
being flooded with water.
7  But the heavens and the earth which are now
preserved by the same word, are reserved for fire until
the day of judgment and perdition of ungodly men.

98. 3:3-What trend do we expect to seein end-times?
In the end-times society, people will scoff at the idea the
Lord will return.

99. What doesit mean to scoff at thereturn of Christ?
They will deny that Christ is returning and ridicule those
who say He isreturning.

100. What doesit mean to walk according to their own

lusts?

¢ Intheend-times, people will be “looking out for
number one” (themselves) to the exclusion of anyone
else, especialy God.

¢ Inthe end-times, people will make it acommon practice
to yield to their natural impulses.

101. 3:4 —-Who will the end-time scoffers be?
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The end-time scoffers will certainly be unbelievers, this

category includes scoffers by definition.

e But there will also be believers who should know better
but have not grown in their relationship with the Lord.
These are new or baby Christians who still need “milk”
and can not handle “solid food:”

1 Corinthians 3:2-3 - | fed you with milk and not
with solid food; for until now you were not able
to receiveit, and even now you are till not able;
for you are still carnal. For where there are envy,
strife, and divisions among you, are you not
carnal and behaving like mere men?

Further elaboration on this analogy of baby Christians not

being able to internalize the deeper topics of Scriptureis

found here:
Hebrews 5:12-14 - For though by this time you
ought to be teachers, you need someone to teach
you again the first principles of the oracles of
God; and you have come to need milk and not
solid food. For everyone who partakes only of
milk is unskilled in the word of righteousness, for
heisababe. But solid food belongs to those who
are of full age, that is, those who by reason of use
have their senses exercised to discern both good
and evil.

However, | think the primary group Peter had in mind were

professing believers, those who claimed to be Christians but

proceed to deny the fundamentals of the faith. Thisis
another reference to the apostasy that is prophesied to
happened in the days before the return of the Lord...
1 Timothy 4:1 - Now the Spirit expressly says
that in latter times some will depart from the
faith, giving heed to deceiving spirits and
doctrines of demons

102. How do scoffersjustify their claim that thereturn

of Christ isnot imminent?

e Asitsaysinverse4, they say “al things continue as
they were from the beginning of creation.”

o Effectively they say, “every generation of Christians has
expected Christ to return in their lifetime and He has not
so why should our generation be any different?’

103. What kind of scoffing have you observed?

e Christians my pay lip service to the idea that the return
of the Lord isimminent but they live like Hisreturn is
so far in the future that it is not relevant for today. Note
that | am not saying we should live like date setters but
like people expecting their eternal performance review
at any moment.

¢ My Mom says my talk of the return of Jesus sounds like
her Uncle Jasper back when she was alittle girl
implying nothing has changed... Jesusdidn’t return
then, why should He return now?
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e People associate any discussion of Christ’s return with
cults... | once commented to some business associates
that a certain bit of news “sounds prophetic” one of
them tied that comment to the Branch Davidians who
had died in Waco. Cults and date setters have served
Satan by doing great damage to the perception of God's
prophetic Word.

e People don’t even want to hear about Christ’s return
becauseit is“too controversial” or “too much fire and
brimstone.” However the real reason is that they might
have to change their life and they are happily living in
sin.

e Most seminaries don’t even teach about Christ’s return
so pastors don’t know how to preach about it and so
generally avoid the topic.

e Most of Christendom is amillennial, spiritualizing the
Bible and denying that Jesus will literally return. There
isalot of professing Christians who are preterists who
believe that the Old Testament prophecies have all been
fulfilled and they spiritualize the coming of Jesusto
mean that He comes into our hearts.

104. 3:5-6 —What arethe end-time scoffer s for getting?
End-time scoffers forget that God brought judgment on the
whole earth once before and He will do so again.
Specifically, they forget about Noah's flood.

105. What does “willfully forgetting” the flood mean?
End-time scoffers are those who know about the flood but
intentionally dismissit asirrelevant to our day.

106. What do people believe about the flood of Noah?
People have bought into the rationalization that Noah's
flood is a myth picked up by many ancient cultures. They
believe that there probably was a great flood in ancient
history but that it was local and not worldwide as the Bible
proclaims.

107. Verse 3:6 saysthat theworld which existed before

the flood perished. What do we know about the world

that existed befor e the flood?

A vapor canopy covered all the earth making it temperate

everywhere with diffused sunlight. This canopy constituted

a dense stratospheric layer that probably served to compress

the air for a higher atmospheric pressure.
Genesis 1:6-8 - Then God said, "Let there be a
firmament in the midst of the waters, and let it divide
the waters from the waters." Thus God made the
firmament, and divided the waters which were under
the firmament from the waters which were above the
firmament; and it was so. And God called the
firmament Heaven. So the evening and the morning
were the second day.

There was no rain on earth prior to the flood...
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Genesis 2:4-6 - Thisisthe history of the heavens and
the earth when they were created, in the day that the
L ORD God made the earth and the heavens, before any
plant of the field wasin the earth and before any herb
of the field had grown. For the LORD God had not
caused it to rain on the earth, and there was no man to
till the ground; but a mist went up from the earth and
watered the whole face of the ground.
There were no rainbows prior to the flood because there was
only diffused light due to the firmament vapor layer and
therewasno rain...
Genesis 9:11-15 - "Thus | establish My covenant with
you: Never again shall al flesh be cut off by the waters
of the flood; never again shall there be aflood to
destroy the earth.” And God said: "Thisis the sign of
the covenant which | make between Me and you, and
every living creature that iswith you, for perpetual
generations: "l set My rainbow in the cloud, and it
shall be for the sign of the covenant between Me and
the earth. "It shall be, when | bring a cloud over the
earth, that the rainbow shall be seen in the cloud; and |
will remember My covenant which is between Me and
you and every living creature of all flesh; the waters
shall never again become a flood to destroy al flesh.
People lived hundreds of years prior to the flood per the
genealogiesin Genesis 5. Conditions conducive for long
life existed prior to the flood and probably had to do with
the higher atmospheric pressure and higher oxygen content
made possible by the temperate climate with the earth
covered in vegetation. This made the atmosphere like a
hyperbolic chamber that has well-known curative effects.
Also, the vapor barrier would have filtered out more harmful
radiation which ages people.

108. What have we learned about what happensto a
layer of heaver atmospher e above a lighter atmosphere
when the heaver layer beginsto break down?

The depletion of the Ozone layer illustrates what happens.
Because of centrifugal force the heaver atmospheric layer
gets thinner and breaks down at the polefirst.

109. How might the lessons lear ned from the Ozone
layer help us understand the for mation of the polar
icecaps?

The vapor layer covering the earth at the time of the flood
broke down at the poles first when the rain started. Rapid
decompression of a gas cause super-cooling to take place at
the point of release. Thisisthe mechanical principle behind
our refrigeration systemstoday. Evidence has reinforced
that the poles were frozen in a catastrophic event with
Antarctic explorers finding tropical plants quick-frozenin
theice. Inthe North, woolly mammoths had been frozen so
fast that they still had vegetation in their mouths. Also, their
meat was so well preserved that it was edible and Eskimos
often did eat it.
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110. How could the quick-for mation of the polar ice
caps help usto understand the global warming that
seemsto be occurring today?

If the ice caps were cause suddenly by a catastrophic event
rather than always being there from the beginning, then they
are not the natural state and so we should expect to see
temperatures on the earth become less polarized and more
uniform. Indeed, globa warming is a controversial issue
because the average temperature of the planet is not
changing as much as it would appear to given the melting
that is obviously occurring at the poles. Icefieldsare
melting that have never melted before in human history.
What we are seeing is the 2 Law of Thermodynamics
being demonstrated on aglobal scale. Thisisevidencein
our day that the poles have not been frozen since the
beginning of creation. We should not dismiss the timing of
this revelation as not being significant.

111. 3:5—What else will people willfully forget prior to
theLord sreturn? How did creation come about?
Creation came about by the Word of God who spoke it into
existence:
Genesis 1.3 - God said, "Let there be light"; and there
was light.

112. How doesthe willful forgetfulness of creation cause
peopleto scoff at thereturn of Christ?
Forgetting the supernatural way God brought the creation
into being goes along with ignoring His Word. People
ignore God's Word because they really don't know who God
and do not have arelationship with Him. 1f you know God,
you know that He is Almighty and does act supernaturally
and isin active control of the universe...
Colossians 1:16-17 - For by Him al things were
created that are in heaven and that are on earth, visible
and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or
principalities or powers. All things were created
through Him and for Him. And He is before all things,
and in Him all things consist.
Without the power of God to holding matter together, it
would fly apart and disintegrate...
Revelation 4:11 - Y ou are worthy, O Lord, to receive
glory and honor and power; for Y ou created al things,
and by Y our will they exist and were created.

113. 3:7- How long will God hold the heavens and earth
together ?

Heaven and earth as we now know it will be held together
until the judgment of ungodly men. Note that this judgment
isthe last of the judgments of God. All peoplewill be
judged by God, you don't want to be among those who face
the Great White Throne which precedes the Lord renovating
the universe by fire...
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Revelation 20:15-21:1 - And anyone not found written
in the Book of Life was cast into the lake of fire. Now
| saw anew heaven and anew earth, for the first
heaven and the first earth had passed away.

114. Arethereonly bad spiritual signsin the end-times?
No, the parable of the wheat and tares (Matthew 13:24-30)
makes it clear there will be a great harvest of souls.

115. What good spiritual signsaretherein Joel 2:28-29?
Joel 2:28-29 - And it shall come to pass afterward that |
will pour out My Spirit on all flesh; your sons and your
daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream
dreams, your young men shall seevisions. And also on
My menservants and on My maidservants | will pour
out My Spirit in those days.

God will pour out His Spirit on us resulting in agreat many

people being saved.

e  Thispassage will be fulfilled during the tribulation
when | believe God will again speak through prophets
like He did when Scripture was being recorded (see my
study on miracles during VBS 2002).

¢ Even though this passage is specifically addressing the
tribulation period, we can see foreshadowings of it in
the great revivals where many people were save during
the church age.

116. What does Daniel 12:4 have to say about good
spiritual signsin the end-times?

Daniel 12:4 - But you, Daniel, shut up the words, and

seal the book until the time of the end; many shall run

to and fro, and knowledge shall increase."
Knowledge about end-times events will become clearer as
we near the end of the age. Daniel did not understand what
he was prophesying about but God said that those living at
the time of their fulfillment would understand...

Signsin Technology

117. Can we understand more about Bible prophecy

today than in ancient times?
Daniel 12:8-10 - Although | heard, | did not understand.
Then | said, "My lord, what shall be the end of these
things?' And he said, "Go your way, Daniel, for the
words are closed up and sealed till the time of the end.
Many shall be purified, made white, and refined, but the
wicked shall do wickedly; and none of the wicked shall
understand, but the wise shall understand.

Yes... The prophets were led by God to write about many

things they could not comprehend. When Daniel asked God

to explain some of these things to him, God said it is not

intended that people understand them until the end times...
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118. Who did God say would understand the prophecies
in Daniel?
Note that those who are purified, made white, and refined
will understand. So the prerequisite to understand the end-
time propheciesisto trust in Christ for salvation. But notice
that is saysthey arerefined. | believe that this means that
you must be a mature Christian to really understand the
prophetic Scriptures. Thisis the distinction the writer of
Hebrews made:
Hebrews 5:12-14 - For though by this time you ought to
be teachers, you need someone to teach you again the
first principles of the oracles of God; and you have come
to need milk and not solid food. For everyone who
partakes only of milk is unskilled in the word of
righteousness, for heisababe. But solid food belongs to
those who are of full age, that is, those who by reason of
use have their senses exercised to discern both good and
evil.
Bible Prophecy is solid food for mature Christians. New
Christians can accept basic concepts like the fact that Jesus
is coming back and the rapture but the finer detailslike the
order of events require practice dividing the Word of God...
2 Timothy 2:15 - Be diligent to present yourself
approved to God, a worker who does not need to be
ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.
Bible prophecy does not lend itself well to a superficial
treatment. If you really want to know what God says about
the future, you need to dig into God’s Word for yourself.

119. Why isit necessary to be saved asa prerequisite to
understand prophecy? Why couldn’t a secular Bible
scholar know what God says about the future?
The natural man who does not have the benefit of the Holy
Spirit can not discern the truth...
1 Corinthians 2:14 - But the natural man does not receive
the things of the Spirit of God, for they are foolishnessto
him; nor can he know them, because they are spiritually
discerned.
The pieces of the prophetic puzzle are beginning to fall in
place for the spiritually discerned the latter half of the 20"
Century.

120. How rapidly will the key end-time eventstranspire

when they begin at the rapture?

Recall that Daniel also described the rate to which end time

events would begin to unfold in Danigl 9:26, "the end of it

shall bewith aflood". Thisisconsistent with Jesus

description of end time signs increasing in frequency and

intensity (sorrows - Matthew 24). God hasillustrated this

process to usin nature and scientists call it the exponential

growth curve:

e Given aPetri dish with agrowth medium that

makes if possible for a particular bacteriato double
its population every minute
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o |f it takes 2 hours (120 minutes) for the dish to go

from one bacteriato being half full,

How long will it taketo be completely full of

bacteria?

e one more minute (121 minutes total)

Therate of change we are experiencing is not just a by-
product of our getting older. Developments are accelerating
as God said they would. Well see this process of
acceleration in the following prophecies...

121. What are we seeing today that is a fulfillment of the
prophecy in Daniel 12:4?
Daniel 12:4 - "But you, Daniel, shut up the words,
and seal the book until the time of the end; many
shall run to and fro, and knowledge shall increase.”
This passage says that in the end-times, there will be alot of
people traveling and there will be an expansion of
knowledge.

122. For alot of peopletotravel, what had to happen?
For transportation to handle alot of people, it had to
improve. Indeed, transportation has gotten more convenient,
faster, and able to accommodate more people.
Prior to the advent of the automobile, the fastest
mankind could travel using personal transportation was
about 30 miles per hour. Adam could mount a horse
and travel that fast through the Garden of Eden. Now,
even air travel isroutine. Running to and fro at 350
MPH between Houston and Dallas is like catching a
bus. This century isthefirst ever to have such a
dramatic jump in mobility.

123. What does the expansion of knowledge mean?
Certainly thereis an increased understanding of the
prophetic Scripturesin our day. Prior to the 20" Century,
Christians had to expect that the end-time prophecies would
happen strictly by supernatural means. Today, there are
many natural means by which most of the prophecies may
come to pass.

124. Why does God generally work through natural
meansrather than the supernatural?

God prefers to be very subtle so that those who have
responded to Him and a relationship with Him will
recognize His work.

2 Corinthians 5:7 - For we walk by faith, not by sight.
God giving people aworldly explanation respects the
decision of those who have chosen to reject God in their
lives. God isthe ultimate gentleman, He is not going to
force anyone into a relationship with Him even though He
desires al of His creation to know Him...

2 Peter 3:9 - The Lord is not slack concerning His
promise, as some count slackness, but is longsuffering
toward us, not willing that any should perish but that
all should come to repentance.
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Aswe discussed before, even the rapture of the Church will
have a natural explanation for it...
2 Thessalonians 2:11-12 - And for this reason God will
send them strong delusion, that they should believe the
lie, that they all may be condemned who did not believe
the truth but had pleasure in unrighteousness.

125. Doesthe prophesied expansion of knowledge have

an application to society at large? How diesit apply?

Certainly, it isin the context of there being alot of traveling

to and fro by the masses. We're no longer in the industrial

age, we'rein the information age...

e  75% of all medicines and drugsin use today have been
discovered in our lifetime.

o 90% of all the scientists who ever lived are alive today.

126. How can we better under stand how the whole

world will be ableto seethe death and resurrection of

the two witnesses God sends during the tribulation?
Revelation 11:8-11 - And their dead bodies will liein
the street of the great city which spiritually is called
Sodom and Egypt, where also our Lord was crucified.
Then those from the peoples, tribes, tongues, and
nations will see their dead bodies three-and-a-half
days, and not allow their dead bodies to be put into
graves. And those who dwell on the earth will rejoice
over them, make merry, and send gifts to one another,
because these two prophets tormented those who dwell
on the earth. Now after the three-and-a-half daysthe
breath of life from God entered them, and they stood
on their feet, and great fear fell on those who saw
them.

Prior to the advent of television and satellite

communications, people just had to take it on faith that God

would supernaturally enable all the people of the world to
witness key end-time events. But today it is easy to see how
all the world will be able to see prophecy being fulfilled in
the Middle east just by tuning into CNN. All the world
seeing these events unfold does not require supernatural
intervention by God, the technology we have today can
literally fulfill the prophecy of al the world seeing the
events unfold. Indeed, | think that God will use satellite
communications to fulfill the prophecy about all the world
hearing the gospel before Jesus returns...

Matthew 24:14 - And this gospel of the kingdom will

be preached in al the world as awitnessto all the

nations, and then the end will come.

The fulfillment of thiswill be during the tribulation...
Revelation 14:6 - Then | saw another angel flyingin
the midst of heaven, having the everlasting gospel to
preach to those who dwell on the earth-- to every
nation, tribe, tongue, and people

The term angel simply means messenger thus an angel

flying in the midst of heaven could well be a

communications satellite. God certainly can use an angel to
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supernaturally fulfill this prophecy but His usual pattern has
been to fulfill prophecies by natural means so that only the
spiritually discerning will know that a miracle has taken
place...

2 Corinthians 5:7 - For we walk by faith, not by sight.

127. What modern tools make it easy to see how
Revelation 13:15-17 can be literally fulfilled?
Revelation 13:15-17 - He was granted power to give
breath to the image of the beat, that the image of the
beast should both speak and cause as many as would
not worship the image of the beast to bekilled. He
causes al, both small and great, rich and poor, free and
dlave, to receive amark on their right hand or on their
foreheads, and that no one may buy or sell except one
who has the mark or the name of the beast, or the
number of his name.
Computer automation can certainly create an image of the
beast (a.k.a. Antichrist). Computer technology and the
Internet certainly make it possible to control financial
transactions. Try to rent acar or purchase an airline ticket
without a credit card. Asthe Y 2K scare drove home, we are
absolutely dependant on computers to buy and sell today.
o Computers have made it possible to manage
unimaginable resources of information.

e  Computer technology has fueled the increase of
man's knowledge.

e Inexpensive personal computers the size of a
notepad can contain the entire Bible and search it
for asingle word in the blink of an eye.

e Theinformation superhighway (a.k.a. Internet &
World Wide Web) makes it possible for people to
use other computers anywhere in the world.

e  Computer automation is moving us closer to a
cashless society with every day that passes. The
Antichrist will use a cashless society to subjugate
all the people of the world (Rev 13).

e  Computer biometrics can tell who you are and what
you are doing such as worshiping an image on the
computer screen.

All that remainsis apersonal 1D and the technology for this
already exists... there are transducers the size of aricegrain
that may be inserted under the skin for identification. They
are using this today to keep track of farm animals and pets
aswell as donated organs.

128. Nahum 2:3-4 - What doesthis verse describe using

7th century B.C. terminology?
Nahum 2:3-4 - The shields of his mighty men are made
red, the valiant men arein scarlet. The chariots come
with flaming torchesin the day of hispreparation,
and the spears are brandished. The chariotsragein
the streets, they jostle one another in the broad
roads; they seem like tor ches, they run like
lightning.
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It is pretty clear this passage is describing the automobile.
Note the time frame: "in the day of his preparation.”

129. What aretheflaming torchesa referenceto?
Head lights and tail lights.

130. What doesit mean the spears are brandished and
the chariotsragein the streetsjostling onein the broad
roads?

Cars are weapons that kill may people. We' ve already
talked about how 50,000 people die each year in the U.S.
from automobile accidents. We've accepted this as normal
life but to the 7" Century observer, thisis incredible
carnage. This passage even appears to make reference to
road rage on the freeways.

131. What doesit mean they run like lightning?
Thisisareferenceto speed. Certainly car lights at night
when they are turning and illuminating a stationary observer
could resemble lightning.

132. How could this verse be understood before the
1960s?
Obadiah 4 - "though you set your nest among the
stars, from there | will bring you down," saysthe
LORD.
Only since the space program have we been able to
comprehend the Biblical prophecies relating to man's efforts
in the heavensin the last days. Thetime of fulfillment for
this prophecy isin verse 15; For the day of the Lord is
near-...

133. What sort of government will there be when Christ
returns?

Revelation 13:7 - It was granted to him to make war

with the saints and to overcome them. And authority

was given him over every tribe, tongue, and nation.
The Antichrist will be head of a one-world government. We
also see this from the prophet Daniel's interpretation of King
Nebuchadnezzar's dream that it will be an extension of the
Roman Empire hence we call it the Revived Roman Empire.

134. Whereis Americain prophecy?

If we are truly in the end-times and since the United Statesis
the only superpower, surely the U.S. would be mentioned in
the Bible. | think the U.S. isincluded as the leader of
Western Civilization which is part of the Revived Roman
Empire.

141. If God intendsthe church to be one, why arethere
S0 many denominations?

There are so many denominations because of sin. Even
though the body of born-again believers are truly one in
Christ because we will be together in eternity, we are still in
the world and our old sin natures are a factor. Churches
have split with one another due to disagreements over how
the Bible should be interpreted. Most of these
disagreements have been over what Paul would call
“doubtful things” (Romans 14:1) which the Bible does not
specifically address and does not impact a person’s
salvation.

to cash in our peace dividends.

Israel has with its neighbors (Daniel 9:27).

e Moreindications of afalse peace are seen in Daniel
8:25: the Antichrist "by peace shall destroy many."

o |srad will beliving well and will be caught by
surprise in their destruction.

e |tisinteresting to note we no longer have wars
but only peace-keeping operations, no more
armies but only peace-keeping forces, no more
soldiers but only peace keepers.

144. What isthe Lord talking about in Luke 21:25-26

when He saystherewill be“distress of nations’
associated with Hisreturn?
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Luke 21:25-26 - "And there will be signsin the sun, in
the moon, and in the stars; and on the earth distress of
nations, with perplexity, the sea and the waves roaring;
men's hearts failing them from fear and the expectation
of those things which are coming on the earth, for the
powers of heaven will be shaken."
Nations are in distress over peace, which in the world’s view
isacessation of hostilities. In the time leading up to the
Lord’ s return, peace between nations will be elusive due to
the many wars.

145. What isthe “ distress of nationswith perplexity?”
Thisis areference to the sense that there really isno
solution. We see that in the Mid-East today. The conflict
there makes no rational sense yet the world still attemptsto
solve this spiritual conflict using human means. | recall
President George W. Bush taking a lot of heat for not
getting involved to try to bring peace between the
Palestinians and Israglis. Political pressures caused himto
get caught up in the world’ s efforts to broker peace there but
all efforts seem futile. Thiswill continue to be the case until
after the rapture and serves to prepare the world for afuture
leader who will appear to offer asolution. The apparent
resolution (as temporary asit will be) iswhat catapults the
Antichrist into power and leads to His being aworld leader.

146. We've alwayshad warsin history. Isthereis
anything special about thewarsin the 20th Century that
would indicate we are nearing the time of Christ's
return?

We have seen a dramatic escalation of violence in the wars

of the 20th Century...

e In 4700 years of recorded history, there have been 4535
wars for 600M casuaties. Warsin the 20th Century
have taken 300M lives.

147. How would it have been possibleto comprehend a
war that could annihilate all lifeon earth prior to
nuclear weapons?
Matthew 24:22 - And unless those days were
shortened, no flesh would be saved; but for the elect's
sake those days will be shortened.
A single nuclear warhead can exceed the power in al the
bombs and artillery shells exploded in WWI and WWII
combined.

148. Why isit likely that Jesusistalking about our
generation that will see Hisreturn when He said, “ And

unless those days were shortened, no flesh would be saved”

(Matthew 24:22)?

e Wedon't like to think about this but the nuclear thregat is
far more unstable now than it ever was during the cold
war.

e  The nuclear weapons of the former Soviet Union still
exist and they're in the hands of economically desperate
people.

e Regional nuclear powers like India and Pakistan make
the potential for nuclear war more likely. The danger
hereisthat such regional nuclear wars could escalate to
involve other nations. When | was in the Army during
the Cold War, we did acommand post exercise every
year where we simulated war in Europe using maps
turned into elaborate game boards. The simulations
always ended the same with the U.S. using tactical
nukes to counter advances made by the Soviets, the
Soviets responding with longer range theater weapons
and the U.S. countering with our theater weapons. And
thisis where the simulation always ended but it was
obviousto all that the next step wasto use ICBMs.

e Thereareincreasing fearsthat countrieslike Syria, Iran,
and North Koreawill get nukes.

149. What doestherise of terrorism tell usabout the age
welivein?
Proclaim this among the nations: Prepare for war!
Rouse the warriors! Let al the fighting men draw near
and attack. Beat your plowshares into swords and your
pruning hooks into spears. Let the weakling say, "I am
strong!" (Joel 3:9-10, NI1V)
We are now in anew erawhere the weakling says“l am
strong." This passage describes terrorism. Note that turning
plowshares into swords and pruning hooks into spearsis
taking peaceful tools of productivity and turn them into
weapons. Thisiswhat terrorists do by turning passenger
airlinersinto guided missiles and deceived people into
suicide bombers.
¢ Notethat this passage in context is talking about
events leading up to the battle of Armageddon
which isreferred to in Joel as "the Valley of
Jehoshaphat." The battle of Armageddon isthe last
event that happens before the Lord returns.

Ezekiel 38-39

Let'stake alook at a prophecy in Ezekiel 38 and 39 of a
specific war that | believe may occur prior to the tribulation.
Even though this war may occur prior to the tribulation, this
does not mean it will be prior to the rapture of the church.
Many people think that the rapture is the start of the
tribulation because a potential scenario is that the Antichrist
comes to power after this and he would offer an explanation
for it. But Scripture makesit clear that the beginning of the
tribulation occurs when the Antichrist confirms a covenant
(peace treaty) with Israel (Daniel 9:27). Therewill bea
period of time between the rapture and the beginning of the
tribulation. We do not know how long this period is, it
could be either days or years. | think it even more likely that
the rapture could occur in conjunction with anuclear war...
who would miss afew million Christians when millions
more are dieing from man’s own weapons. | think the
Magog War could be that war...

151. What activity isdescribed in Ezekiel 39:11-157
Ezekiel 39:11-15 - "It will come to passin that day
that | will give Gog aburia placetherein Israel, the
valley of those who pass by east of the sea; and it
will obstruct travelers, because there they will bury
Gog and all his multitude. Therefore they will call it
the Valley of Hamon Gog. For seven months the
house of Isragl will be burying them, in order to
cleanse theland. Indeed all the people of the land
will be burying them, and they will gain renown for it
on the day that | am glorified," saysthe Lord GOD.
"They will set apart men regularly employed, with
the help of a search party, to pass through the land
and bury those bodies remaining on the ground, in
order to cleanseit. At the end of seven months they
will make a search. The search party will pass
through the land; and whenever anyone sees a man's
bone, he shall set up amarker by it, till the buriers
have buried it in the Valley of Hamon Gog."
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This passage describes the clean up after Israel is attacked
by a coalition of forcesled by Gog of Magog who isthe
"prince of Rosh, Meshech, and Tubal". Most Bible scholars
agreethisisRussia. Thisisreinforced by Scripture which
describes the leadership of the forces as being from the "far
north". Notice that Moscow is directly north of Isragl...
Ezekiel 38:5-6 - "Persia, Ethiopia, and Libya are with
them, all of them with shield and helmet; Gomer and
all its troops; the house of Togarmah from the far
north and all its troops-- many people are with you."

152. What is special about this clean-up?

Why would only specialized burial teamswill be
permitted to handlethe burials?

People killed by a nuclear blast may still be radioactive so
specia handling would be necessary.

153. What cluesarethere astothetiming of thisfuture
historical event from Ezekiel 38:8?
Ezekiel 38:8 - "After many days you will be visited. In
the latter years you will come into the land of those
brought back from the sword and gathered from many
people on the mountains of Israel, which had long been
desolate; they were brought out of the nations, and now
all of them dwell safely.
We know the approximate timing of thiswar sinceit is after
Israel has be re-gathered from their dispersion and livein a
false safety. Now thisfalse safety could be due to the peace
accord they have that was confirmed by the Antichrist or it
could be a prosperous period that foreshadows this. The
former case would mean the war occurs during the
tribulation, the latter means it occurs prior to the tribulation.

154. What does Ezekiel 38:12 say asthe reason Gog, the
leader of Magog, goesinto | srael?
Ezekiel 38:12 - "to take plunder and to take booty, to
stretch out your hand against the waste places that are
again inhabited, and against a people gathered from the
nations"
God said Gog will go to Israel to take plunder and booty, for
financial gain.

155. What will happen to the army of Gog?
Ezekidl 38:22 - "And | will bring him to judgment with
pestilence and bloodshed; | will rain down on him, on
his troops, and on the many peoples who are with him,
flooding rain, great hailstones, fire, and brimstone."
God will destroy the army of Gog. This destruction may
certainly be supernatural or God may use weapons that exist
today. The merefact that this 6th century BC prophecy will
be fulfilled makesit a supernatural event. Certainly the use
of nuclear weapons is consistent with great hailstones, fire
and brimstone. It also appears that the war escalatesto the
use of ICBMs...
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Ezekiel 39:6 - "And | will send fire on Magog and on
those who live in security in the coastlands. Then they
shall know that | am the LORD."

156. What isbeing burned for fuel in Ezekiel 39:9-10?
Ezekiel 39:9-10 - "Then those who dwell in the cities of
Israel will go out and set on fire and burn the weapons,
both the shields and bucklers, the bows and arrows, the
javelins and spears; and they will make fires with them
for seven years. They will not take wood from the field
nor cut down any from the forests, because they will
make fires with the weapons; and they will plunder those
who plundered them, and pillage those who pillaged
them," saysthe Lord GOD."

The Israelis will burn the weapons that Gog and his army

brought South with them. Indeed, | get the sense that these

weapons were serve as fuel for heat and cooking since it
saysthey will usethisinstead of wood. Bible scholars have
speculated on what these passages could be referring to. As
an ex-field artilleryman, I'm convinced that all thisfuel is
from tank and artillery ammunition propellant. 1I’ve burned
excess FA propellant myself and know that it can be used
for things other than lobbing steel down range.

157. What clueistherein Ezekie 39:9 asto why this
war may beprior to thetribulation?

It speaks of the Israglis using the weapons from Gog's army
as fuel for seven years. | think the seven years has
significance. Scriptureisinspired by God and even the
smallest details are the way they are for a purpose.

158. What could the seven years be areferenceto?

| believe the seven years correspond to the seven years of
the tribulation. What else could the seven years represent?
Thereisjust too many biblical referencesto this same 7-year
period of time to be coincidental.

159. What kind of scenario can you see where thiswar
could help the Antichrist coming into power ?

The Antichrist and the spirit who inspired himis all about
usurping God's power. God destroys the army of Magog
but the Antichrist will take credit for it. Thiswill give him
political power...

160. What could trigger the destruction of Damascus,
the capital of Syria?
Isaiah 17:1 - The burden against Damascus. "Behold,
Damascus will cease from being acity, and it will be a
ruinous heap.
Itis clear from Scripture that Damascus will be destroyed in
the time-frame of the return of Jesus, see aso Jeremiah
49:24-27. Dave Regan of Lamb & Lion Ministries describes
ascenario for end times events which | think isvery
feasible. Thefollowing is his scenario beefed up with a
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likely trigger scenario from Charles Krauthammer, a
columnist for the Washington Post.

In an article published in the Summer, 2002 edition of
the Christian Jew Foundation newsletter, Charles
Krauthammer points out that if you want to see what will
happen if Israel appeases the Palestinians, ook at their
withdrawal from Lebanon. Israel had been in Lebanon for
about 20 yearsin a classic defensive occupation. Isragl
made no claims to the territory, they were simply there to
keep the Syrians under the guise of Hezbollah from firing
Katyusharocketsinto Northern Israel. After two decades of
badgering by the UN, Israel withdrew from Lebanon in
May, 2000. They pulled back all the way to the UN
mandated “Blue Line” to avoid any territorial dispute.

But this did not satisfy Hezbollah who proceeded to
concoct aterritorial claim on afew acres called Shebaa
Farms and proceeded to threaten Israel with Katyusha rocket
attacksiif they dared respond to Hezbollah attacks. Y ou see,
Hezbollah does not want peace, like the Palestinians, they
want the end of Israel. Now Israel isworse off than when
they were in Lebanon, Hezbollah' s rockets can hit most of
Northern Isragl and history has shown that Hezbollah will
use them.

And now for the hair-trigger: if Hezbollah does hit Tel
Aviv and/or Haifawith arocket attack as they threatened,
the northern front would explode. Israel would be forced to
counterattack in Lebanon and Syriawill be drawn into the
conflict. Syriacould not withstand an Isragli attack with
conventional weapons, they would have to respond with
missiles armed with chemical weapons targeting citiesin
Israel.

161. How do you think the world will react when
Damascusis destroyed?

With the destruction of Damascus, the Arab world will be
thrown into apanic. That's when they will call for help
from their natural ally, the Russians. The Russians will
respond by sending agreat army to destroy Israel. They will
be motivated not only by their ingrained anti-Semitism, but
also by their desire to seize the technology IPin Israel and
all the Arab oil fieldsin the Middle East. Ezekiel 38 & 39
says the Russian army will be destroyed supernaturally on
the hills of Israel in such away that even the Israglis will
know that they are not responsible for it (Ezekiel 38:17-
39:6). At that point, the world will thrown into a panic and
that atmosphere of hysteriawill provide the perfect
opportunity for the Antichrist to step forward with the
“perfect” peace plan.

Ezekiel 39:6 - And | will send fire on Magog and on
those who live in security in the coastlands. Then they
shall know that | am the LORD.
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Unlike Dave Regan, I’'m not convinced that the destruction
of the Russian army will be supernatural. | think this could
well be anuclear exchange that is described here possibly
involving the U.S. because more than the Russian army in
Israel is effected...

We already established that Magog is Russia, could “the
coastlands’ bethe U.S.? If thisis nuclear war, | certainly
think this represents an escalation...

| was part of acommand post exercise three times
where we simulated war in Europe which was the
mission of my unit, the 2™ Armored Division. Each
timethe U.S. Army was forced to use tactical nukes or
be over-run by the Soviets and this always escalated to
the use of Pershing theater weapons which ended the
exercise. Pershings were the most lethal weaponsin
the NATO arsend ... after that Air Force ICBMswould
have to be used.

on the land of Magog... their weapons will only be used
regionally.

163. Why isthe midst of the world-wide crisis of
Damascus being destroyed and Russia invading the Mid-
East be a good timefor therapture?
My embellishment of Dave Regan’s scenario isthat the
rapture will have to occur prior to the Antichrist stepping
forward with his Mid-East peace plan. Speaking about the
rapture, Paul said...
2 Thessalonians 2:3,7-8 - Let no one deceive you by
any means; for that Day will not come unless the
falling away comes first, and the man of sinis
revealed, the son of perdition... ... For the mystery of
lawlessness is aready at work; only He who now
restrains will do so until He is taken out of the way.
And then the lawless one will be revealed, whom the
Lord will consume with the breath of His mouth and
destroy with the brightness of His coming.
Anyway, my scenario contribution isthis: since the rapture
must occur before the Antichrist is revealed, what better
timefor it to occur than during some world-wide crisislike a
nuclear war? Who would miss afew million Christians that
disappeared when there is so much turmoil going on? The
missing Christians could even be explained by some sort of
secret weapon that is brought to bear by the other side.
Indeed, there will be a strong delusion that will provide
unbelievers with an explanation that will permit them to
dismissit for something other than what it redly is...

164. Doesthe security wall in Israel need to come down
before Ezekiel 38 can come to pass?
Ezekiel 38:11 - "I will invade aland of unwalled
villages; | will attack a peaceful and unsuspecting
people—all of them living without walls and without
gates and bars. (NIV)
No... those walls are a defense against terrorists of
opportunity; they are nothing to a modern armored force.
Indeed, these walls are what contribute to the prosperity and
false sense of peace that Israel hastoday... look at the
context:
Ezekiel 38:8 - In future years you will invade aland
that has recovered from war, whose people were
gathered from many nations to the mountains of Israel,
which had long been desolate. They had been brought
out from the nations, and now all of them live in safety.
(NIV)
The un-walled villages reference is just a state of having
their defensive guard down. They are prosperous and are
having western complacency now.

Could the destruction of Damascus be atotally separate
event from Ezekiel 38?
Certainly, but I think it is unlikely given they both happen in
the time-frame of the return of the Lord and in light of:
Daniel 9:26 - The end of it shall be with aflood, and
till the end of the war desolations are determined.
(NKJ)
A one-nuke scenario is possible but does not address all the
complexities of the situation. The point of Ezekiel 38 isthat
Russiais alied with (and indeed leads) the enemies of
Israel. So effectively, the enemies of Isragl have nuclear
weapons today because their ally Russiadoes. Thisis
reinforced in abook | am reading which provides alot of
evidence that Russia has already demonstrated a strategic
interest in the Mideast (“Epicenter: Why the Current
Rumblings in the Middle East Will Change Y our Future”,
by: Joel C. Rosenberg).

165. What weapons ar e represented by these ver ses?
Isaiah 41:14-16 - Fear not, you worm Jacob, you
men of Israel! | will help you," saysthe LORD and
your Redeemer, the Holy One of Isragl. Behold, |
will make you into a new threshing sledge with
sharp teeth; you shall thresh the mountains and beat
them small, and make the hillslike chaff. You
shall winnow them, the wind shall carry them
away, and the whirlwind shall scatter them; you
shall rgjoicein the LORD, and glory in the Holy
One of Isragl.
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Zechariah 14:12 - And this shall be the plague with
which the LORD will strike all the people who
fought against Jerusalem: their flesh shall dissolve
while they stand on their feet, their eyes shall
dissolvein their sockets, and their tongues shall
dissolve in their mouths.

These verses could be references to nuclear weapons.

166. Jeremiah 50:9, 51:1, 51:30, 51:43 - What war do

these passages describe?

Jeremiah 50:9 - For behold, | will raise and cause to
come up against Babylon an assembly of great
nations from the north country, and they shall array
themselves against her; from there she shall be
captured. Their arrows shall be like those of an
expert warrior; none shall returnin vain.

Could this be describing the Gulf War where a coalition of

Northern Hemisphere nations moved to punish Irag for

invading Kuwait? Could the arrows like those of an expert

warrior be the smart weapons that were used?
Jeremiah 51:1 - Thus saysthe LORD: "Behold, | will
raise up against Babylon, against those who dwell in
Leb Kamai, a destroying wind.

A "destroying wind" sounds alot like "Desert Storm"...
Jeremiah 51:30 - The mighty men of Babylon have
ceased fighting, they have remained in their
strongholds; their might has failed, they became like
women; they have burned her dwelling places, the
bars of her gate are broken.

Do you recall the massive numbers of Iragi soldiers who

went to great effortsto surrender? How about the elite Iragi

Guard who never got into the fight?

Jeremiah 51:43 - Her cities are a desolation, adry
land and a wilderness, aland where no one dwells,
through which no son of man passes.

In context you can see that thisis talking about Babylon

(modern day Irag). This has not happened yet. Could it be

that our cutting short the complete destruction of Saddam

Hussein's army will mean that there will be a phase 2 to the

Gulf war? Jeremiah 51:3 says, "Do not spare her young

men; Utterly destroy all her army". Thiswas not done so

we know the book is not closed on war with Irag.
